Domee Shi’s bite-sized hero took her straight to the Academy
Awards, where she landed an Oscar for Best Animated Short

and earned a place in filmmaking history.

Bao, which was partially inspired by
Shi’'s own mother, tells the story of an
aging Chinese woman who gets another
chance at motherhood when one of her
dumplings springs to life. Shi, who was
born in China and moved to Toronto
with her family when she was two, is
notably the first female director to helm
a Pixar short film. Bao earned Shi her
first Oscar in February 2019 in the Best
Animated Short Film category.

After being rejected, she was
inspired to work harder and add more
depth to her portfolio, leading her to be

She was hired by Pixar
shortly after, and has since worked on
features including Inside Out, The Good
Dinosaur, Toy Story 4 and Incredibles 2.
She is currently developing a feature
film at Pixar.
